To be eligible, a student must (1) have completed by September 2008 two years, but not more than three years, of study toward a doctoral degree in physics, or in a related field; (2) be a U.S. citizen; (3) be currently enrolled as a full-time student; and (4) be participating in a research project funded by the Department of Energy Office of Science (DOE-SC) or the National Science Foundation Directorate for Mathematical and Physical Sciences (NSF-MPS). A nomination should be initiated through a recommendation by the student’s research mentor. The head of the institution (President, Chancellor, or Director) or his or her designee may then submit one nominee who is working on a project supported by NSF-MPS and one who is working on a project supported by DOE-SC from among the recommended students at that institution. The complete nomination includes (1) this form, (2) a one-page personal resumé of the student, (3) a one page statement by the student on why participation in the meeting is important for the student’s graduate education, and (4) a one-page letter of reference by the student’s mentor.
