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The following checks have been made on the PHENIX Central Tracking Gas System:

1. Check all two-stage regulators, 2 for P-10, 2 for Argon, 1 for Nitrogen.  Make sure all regulators are functioning properly.

2. Check that all blow-down valves close securely.

3. Verify that all four check valves operate properly; 2 for P-10, 2 for Argon.

4. Emergency relief valves were checked and calibrated by Mike Gaffney April 29, 1999 and May 5 1999.

5. Verify that both the P-10 and Argon in-line regulator function properly and are locked in place so they can be adjusted only by the use of a wrench.

6. Verify that the P-10 and Argon photohelics are working properly.

7. Verify that the back-pressure regulator functions properly.

8. Verify that tripping the P-10 and Argon photohelic pressure switches (low and high pressure settings) successfully shuts the pneumatic shut-off valves.

9. Verify that the low pressure regulator is functioning properly.

10. Verify that the 3 bubblers have the correct level of mineral oil in them (~1-2 mm).

11. Verify that the 3 bubbler vents are unobstructed.

12. Verify that the 3 exhaust flowmeters are functioning.

13. Verify that the exhaust vent tubing is unobstructed.

14. Verify that the mixing flowmeters are set so that the gas mixture is 92% Argon and 8% Methane.

15. Verify that the alarms in the PHENIX Counting House and on the Central Tracking Gas Panel are activated if any of the alarm conditions occurs:

Argon pressure low

Argon pressure high

P-10 pressure low

P-10 pressure high

Nitrogen pressure low

Power to control panel off
