The review covered the proposed scaffolding that will be erected to provide access to the Muon Magnet North for the purpose of installation of the Muon Tracking Chambers and associated electronics. 

The scaffolding will be constructed from aluminum tubing 6061-T6 and walking boards all of which is purchased from commercial vendors. The Aluminum tubes will be pre-cut at NMSU and shipped to BNL as a kit.

Mechanical drawings and structural analyses were presented with the stipulation that no more than three persons will be on the scaffolding at one time. However, the committee recommended the analysis be done to assess the structure’s maximum loading capability.

· The platforms occupancy shall then be posted accordingly

· The platforms are to be inspected in phases as each is built.

· The platforms are to be inspected again upon disassembly and re assembly.
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
