A brief overview by Sivertz described the scope of the review as the gas distribution systems to the DC, PC, TEC tracking chambers and the RICH detector in the IR. The group also toured the gas supply and storage pad outside. Closure of the action items listed below will allow PHENIX to start flowing non-flammable as well as flammable gas into the chambers on both the East and West carriages in the IR. It should be noted that a separate ORR is necessary to run the gas mixing systems in the Gas Mixing House.

The following represent the committee’s findings:

Pre start items for running with non-flammable gas:

· All outstanding ESRC action items shall be closed. (Makdisi)

· Label all pipes, with content, into and out of the gas racks in the IR. (PHENIX)

· The PHENIX HSSD smoke detection system is running and interlocked. (PHENIX)

· Drawings of the gas racks are under configuration control. (PHENIX)

· Leak test the pipes between the gas racks to the chambers. (PHENIX)

· Label, with content, the water cooling lines of the RICH detector. (PHENIX)

· Label, with content, the beam-beam counters supply and return air pipes. (PHENIX)

· Use chain to tie down all gas bottles on the gas pad. (PHENIX)

· A no-smoking zone is established around the Gas Pad. (PHENIX)

· Label, with content, the gas supply lines from the Gas Pad to the Gas Mixing House. (PHENIX)

Pre start for flammable gas:

· All outstanding ESRC action items shall be closed. (Makdisi)

· The flammable gas sensing system is running and interlocked. (PHENIX)

· The PHENIX HSSD smoke detection system is running and interlocked.  (PHENIX) 

· A shift watch is established. (PHENIX)

· The baseline leak rate for all chambers in the IR is submitted to the ESRC. (PHENIX)

Post start

· Provide better steps to the PHENIX IR platform. (PHENIX)
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
