Global Response Levels:
Level #0 (L0) - Audible alarm (warning) to Counting House.

Inputs are generally from subsystem; early warning from lowest set point of adjustable, multi-set point sensors, such as temperature. (Activation of higher level set points can provide L1 control or L2 interlock actions)

Level #1 (L1) - Local PLC shutdown of a subsystem component.

Inputs are generally from subsystem; equip/air/coolant temps, pressure, water leak detection. 

*HV/LV off, audible alarm counting house, IR access not req’d for reset.

Level #2 (L2) - Crash of a PHENIX subsystem rack.

Inputs are generally from rack monitoring detectors or a specific SS input.

*Rack power off via a latching breaker (rack air purge stays on).
*IR access is required to reset the rack breaker (unless “arm” is power cycled).

Level #3 (L3) - “CRASH” – Full PHENIX Shutdown. 

Inputs are from specific, external Safety System sensors such as fire, smoke, gas and  power crash buttons.

*All power off / gas off / emergency purge in stand-by or safe mode.

*Signal to PASS: E-fans turn on and HVAC turn off.

*Fire house rolls, IR access required for reset.
