Postdoctoral position  for the ALICE Silicon-Forward Multiplicity Detector

A postdoctoral position (Assistant professor with  main emphasis on research and development work) is available immediately with the High Energy Heavy Ion Group  at the Niels Bohr Institute, University of Copenhagen. The position is initially for one year with a possibility of extension, however, not exceeding five years.

The group has the responsibility for building the Forward Multiplicity Detector, a 50.000 channel ring counter Si strip  system for the ALICE detector at LHC/CERN. It is also centrally involved in running the BRAHMS experiment at RHIC. The group presently numbers 4 staff, 1 post.doc, 4 Ph.D. students, 3 master students and several undergraduates.

We are looking for a person with documented expertise in Silicon detector design, construction and operation and experience in front-end and read-out electronics design and operation (e.g. integrated electronics, FPGA programming, etc.). The candidate is expected to live and primarily work in Copenhagen.

The salary is set by agreement between the Ministry of Finance and AC (The Danish Confederation of Professional Associations). The annual salary depends on seniority, and the scale ends p.t. at an annual salary of  DKK 336.773,- excluding contributions to the pension scheme and including an annual  increment of DKK 42.654 independent on seniority.
