Here is the list of action items you sent to me, along with the current status.  We would like to receive your approval to begin flowing inert gas as soon as you are satisfied with these action items.

Pre start items for running with non-flammable gas:

· All outstanding ESRC action items shall be closed. (Makdisi)

This one has your name on it!  Is there anything from the ESRC outstanding?

· Label all pipes, with content, into and out of the gas racks in the IR. (PHENIX)

DONE!

· The PHENIX HSSD smoke detection system is running and interlocked. (PHENIX)

DONE!

· Drawings of the gas racks are under configuration control. (PHENIX)

DONE!

· Leak test the pipes between the gas racks to the chambers. (PHENIX)

We flowed Argon in the pipes from the mixing house, through the racks on the carriages, to the detectors, sniffing for leaks.  One large leak was found and fixed.  No other problems detected.

· Label, with content, the water cooling lines of the RICH detector. (PHENIX)

DONE!

· Label, with content, the beam-beam counters supply and return air pipes. (PHENIX)

DONE!

· Use chain to tie down all gas bottles on the gas pad. (PHENIX)

DONE! 

· A no-smoking zone is established around the Gas Pad. (PHENIX)

DONE!

· Label, with content, the gas supply lines from the Gas Pad to the Gas Mixing House. (PHENIX)

DONE!

We hope to close out the flammable gas action items in the next week or two.  By the end of this week I would like to pick a date for the Mixing House ORR.  April 17 is probably a good date to keep in mind.
